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The first number on a fertilizer

bag represents the percentage of

total NITROGEN available fo plants.
Nitrogen is one of 17 elements required
by all plants. It helps plants grow
quickly, keeps them green, and is
needed for protein development.

Make your plants healthy!
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The second number always represents the
amount of PHOSPHORUS in the ferfilizer, in
the form of P,0s. Phosphorus is needed by all
plants and helps store and transfer energy.
It also helps plants produce flowers and
seeds, and grow strong roots.
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LMy bag weighs Ibs or grams.
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The third number represents the amount

of POTASSIUM in the fertilizer, in the form
of K;0. Plants need potassium fo move
nutrients from one part of the plant to
another. Potassium also controls the amount
of water that goes in and out of the plant,
helping plants to resist drought.
